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FROM THE DIRECTOR

Ashwood, like all Waldorf schools, is a self-governed school with formal realms of responsibility for the Faculty (teache
and administrators) and the Board of Trustees. The School also has a strong and active Parent Community Council (F
that serves the function of promoting and supporting the social fabric or community life of the school. Each of these
essential roles combine to bind the school together and, when working well, creates a pedagogically strenglly and
legally responsible, and harmonious and nurturing school. In this weekOs newsletter | would like to describe the role of t
Faculty in some detail.

The Faculty at Ashwood Waldorf School is responsible for all pedagogical and programming decisions as well as th
hiring, evaluation, and, when required, termination of teachers. The impulse for this work comes through ar
understanding of Waldorf education in the light of anthroposophy. The administrative arm of the Faculty is responsible fo
implementing the policies of the school, including enrollment, development, public relatioheance, and facilities. The
Director (thatOs me) is responsible for hiring, evaluation, and when required, termination of administrators. At this time tl
Director is also the Faculty Chairperson.

Full faculty meetings take place after school every Thursday. The meeting schedule is as follows:

4:15  Child or Artistic Study

Additionally, there are three weekly sectional meetings: Grade School, Early Childhood, and Administration.

There are three standing mandate committees of the Faculty:

The Leadership Council of the school meets weekly and is made up of the Director/Full Faculty Chair (Jody Spanglet
Grade School Chair (Jeremy Clough), Early Childhood Chair (Toki Oshima), and an additional teacher (Robert Kaczor)
Faculty has empowered the Leadership Council to hold responsibility for all decisions concerning personnel, program
training, and evaluation. For this year the Faculty disbanded its former accreditation committee and vested the
responsibility to the Leadership Council for AshwoodOs NEASC (New England Association of Schools and Colleges), A\
(Association of Waldorf Schools of North America), and WECAN (Waldorf Early Childhood Association of North Amer
relationships and status.

The Community Life Committee (CLC) works to nourish and build community within the school through pedagogical
endeavors such as festivals and school-wide assemblies. The CLC organizes, supports, and creates events whereby
larger midcoast community may come to know Ashwood and feel welcome at the events we host. Maria Northcott is th
chairperson of this committee.

TheCare Group carries responsibility for facilitating remedial and academic support for students. This includes but is no
limited to assessments and screenings, child studies, tutoring and remedial support, organizing visits for consultants, ar
expanding the resources of specialists known to the school. Laura Purdom is the chairperson of this committee.

EARLY DROP-OFF OPTION

In an € ort to help our parents who require a little extra
time in the morning, the Faculty of Ashwood Waldorf
School is b ering a drop-d option beginning at 8 a.m.
Each day, one faculty member will be on duty at the
playground near the brown building, closest to the
lower-loop short-term parking area. All students arriving
between 8 a.m. and 8:15 a.m. should be brought directly
to the adult at this playground, along with the students'
belongings. Please drop "o early-arrival students only
after making contact with the teacher on duty so that
we can be sure that all students on campus are with that
teacher. At 8:15 a.m. the teacher will ring the bell, after
which all students may enter their classroom buildings
where the teachers will be ready for the students' arrival.
Our oldest students will bring children in the Early
Childhood program to their classroom.

Under no circumstances should any student arrive on
campus prior to 8 a.m. or go to a classroom building
prior to 8:15 a.m. We are happy to be able to help
working parents by providing this service but we

request that only those truly needing this early morning

time utilize this service. This option began on

September 28. We hope that this little bit of extra time

helps our parents while allowing the teachers the

essential time they need before school opens to prepare
for the day. If you have any questions about the early
drop-0" option, please call me.

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GREENING OUR SCHOOL

As we continue to grow our school we have looked to
reduce our overall impact on the environment. One
example exists in our decision to shift the cleaning of the
school in-house to become a part of facilities
management. This change has saved our school a great
deal of money, and has given us the opportunity to
exclusively use green cleaners and fully recycled paper
products. Another example is that of energy usage,
particularly the energy consumed by our light bulbs. As a
result of our retrdtting of ballasts and lamps in the
green building, and the use of CFLOs in the Grade School
and Early Childhood, we anticipate an annual savings of
nearly $2,000. Going forward we will continue to look to
grow in a sustainable way, and we welcome ideas toward
a further greening of our campus.

ANNUAL NOTIFICATION REGARDING ASBESTOS
AND INTEGRATED PEST MANAGEMENT

The Federal Asbestos Hazard Emergency Response Act
(AHERA) requires that local education agencies inform
all school employees and families of asbestos-related
activities, such as asbestos inspections and removal
projects that have been undertaken at Ashwood at least
once this year.

PEST CONTROL

The school is routinely monitored and checked for pests.
The school!rst uses alternative approaches to pest

control called Integrated Pest Management (IPM). IPM
approaches include maintenance and cleaning to

reduce or eliminate available food, water sources, and
hiding places for pests to live. Some techniques we may
use are: pest monitoring, sanitation, pest exclusion,

proper food storage, pest removal, and as a last resort,
pesticides. When pesticides are necessary, the school
will use the lowest risk products available to us.

YOUR RIGHT TO KNOW

Parents, legal guardians, and faculty may request prior
noti! cation of spedic pesticide applications made at
the school. To receive ndtcation, you must be placed
on the notil cation registry. Notications will be given at
least ! ve days before planned pesticide applications.
Noti! cation need not be given for pesticide applications
recognized by law to pose little or no risk to children or
sta'. If you would like to be placed on this registry,
please contact Facilities Manager Mark Ferrero. No prior
noti! cation will be given for emergency applications,
such as bee or wasp nests that pose an immediate
danger. However, after emergency applications have
been made, notice will be posted and information is
always available in the schoolfoce.
