His voice was gentle,
his eyes loving, and his demeanor playful.

There were many other instances of maturity, patience, and kindness that were apparent in these students on
that day. My heart swelled with pride as | withessed them stepping into this role of student leadership so fully
and competently. For that day, the dragons of self-absorption were tamed by the light of stewardship for our
school and, specifically, for tenderness towards our smallest students.
