NEWS FROM THE BOARD 
 

The Ashwood Board of Trustees has had a very productive year so far. We always have a full plate of issues 
to face and topics to discuss at our monthly meetings. In a future column, I will share with you some of our 
recent agenda items, and give you an overview of the work the trustees are doing. Now, though, I would 
simply like to introduce you to the members of the board because it occurred to me that we know who we are, 
but you might not! The introductions will be brief; we will periodically feature a short bio of each trustee in the 
Wednesday Weekly.  
 

Our board president is Claude Carbonneau. You may have noticed Claude as one of the men in black on 
stage at Coastal Star Search, where, along with Ben Tupper, he served as a most able stagehand. When not 
on the stage, you can find Claude at Camden National Bank, where he is a senior vice-president. 
 

Our board treasurer is Ben Tupper. A long-time Ashwood parent (Lily is in the sixth grade) and a former 
board president, Ben works at the Bigelow Laboratory, based in Boothbay Harbor. Yes, he does actually work 
outside of Ashwood.  
 

The board secretary is me, Liz Snider. I have two children at Ashwood (Ari in sixth grade, Jesse in fourth 
grade). This is my third year serving on the board. When not at Ashwood, you can find me in my car making 
sure traffic flows smoothly on Route 1 between Belfast and Rockport.

The board meets the fourth Wednesday of every month at 7 p.m., usually in the Conference Room. The 
meetings are often preceded by smaller subcommittee meetings. The meetings are attended by Enrollment & 
Marketing Director Maria Northcott and Business Manager Stephanie Bartlett.
